Dear Kindergarten Parents,

We are very excited to have the opportunity to teach our favorite age group! Kindergarten is always exciting, and

we know it will be a great year! We are looking forward to meeting both you and your child at our Meet & Greet
on August 5" and on the first day of school— Wednesday, August 7th. We want to help families ease back into
the school year and give our young students an opportunity to shake some of those first-day jitters!

School Supplies: School supplies, including crayons, glue, paint sets, pencils, erasers, scissors, art boxes, writing
paper, Weekly Reader and other classroom items such as Clorox wipes, will be ordered for each child. The
Business Office will bill your account for $120 to cover the cost of the school supplies. Kindergarten students
who are new to Westfield and do not have a nap mat from Westfield Pre-K will be billed $150 to cover the cost
of the school supplies AND a nap mat.

Nap Mats: If your child already has a nap mat from Westfield Pre-K, you may use it for Kindergarten. If you
need Westfield to order a mat for your child, please indicate on the kindergarten forms to order a nap mat and
your account will be billed accordingly. Please do not purchase a nap mat from outside of Westfield as we
want all students to have the same nap mat. This also eliminates the need for bringing pillows and blankets
from home. Please do not send favorite sleep time animals, dolls, toys, etc. Please make sure your child’s name
is marked on the nap mat. If we order a nap mat for you, we will give it to your child on first day of school. At the
end of each month, we will send your child’s nap set home for you to wash and return.

Drop-off/Pick-Up: The drop-off area for Lower School students, known as the “Lower School Turnaround,” is
located at the back of our campus near the football field. During morning drop-off (beginning at 7:45 am) and
afternoon pick-up, Lower School families should use the middle gate on Hwy 41 to enter and exit campus, driving
directly in front of the Admin Building. Staff assist students to the buses each morning and afternoon.

Snack: Students will have a time set-aside for snack each day. Beginning with the first full day of school,
Wednesday, August 7™, please send a nourishing snack and water for snack time. Please do not send fruit cups
that contain liquid.

Lunch: Students may eat lunch served by the cafeteria or bring a lunch packed from home. Please note that
Kindergarten students do not eat from the soup or salad bar. School lunches provided by Westfield Dining
Services will be billed by the Business Office to your account per your instructions. Information regarding the
meal plans available through FLIK, our cafeteria service, is available on our school website prior to the start of
school. If your child brings lunch, please do not send any items that need to be heated or any carbonated
caffeinated drinks.

Personal Items and Clothing: Please write your child’s name on all personal items and clothes (lunch box,
thermos, coat, raincoat, etc.). Your child will need a large book bag to accommodate a legal size folder, carry
home notes, papers, and artwork. However, please do not send a rolling book bag with your child to school.
Children will also need over the ear headphones for use in technology enrichment class. Any style your child finds
comfortable will do. Please do not send expensive, high-end brands such as Bose or Beats by Dre. Please send the
headphones in a Ziplock-style bag labeled with your child’s name.

Should you have any questions over the summer, please contact our Administrative Office at 478-987-0547.
Faculty will return to school August 1st. We are eager to meet you on August 5 at our Meet &Greet! We do not
take our responsibility to you or your child lightly, and we will do our very best to make this first school
experience a happy and meaningful one!

Welcome to Kindergarten!

We are excited that your child will be a new Westfield Kindergarten Hornet! Your child
will grow as a learner in kindergarten.

As a writer, your child will use their knowledge of letters and sounds to begin
writing words, sentences, and even paragraphs.

Kindergarten readers will read sight words and grade level books.

Our kindergartens will become mathematicians, by learning to count objects,
recognize and write numbers to 100, and begin addition and subtraction.

Learners will listen attentively and follow directions to complete tasks within a
given amount of time.

In order to do their best, our kindergarteners will learn to use their time wisely and
have self-control.

We want every child to have a great experience in kindergarten. Below are some ways
you can help prepare your child for school and a wonderful kindergarten year.

Review letters and their sounds

Work with your child to help him/her practice writing their name

Take time to read aloud and talk about books together

Review shapes, colors, and numbers 1-10. Point these out when you see them in
the books, signs, menus, cartoons, and games.

Give your child two-step directions to follow independently

Listen to others without interrupting

Dress themselves — buttons, belts, tying shoes, etc.

Have fun making art work — encourage cutting on the lines and coloring inside the
lines



The Westfield School Potty Training Policy

Children enrolled in Pre-K and Kindergarten must be potty-trained before attending school. We
realize that “accidents” will happen. “Accidents” by definition are unusual incidents and should
only happen infrequently.

Potty-trained Pre-K and Kindergarten Children Should:

- No longer wear diapers (disposable or cloth) or pull-ups.

- Be able to tell the teacher when they need to go to the bathroom.

- Be able to tell the teacher if an accident has occurred.

- Be able to attend to their own personal hygiene (wiping, flushing, pulling up and fastening
underwear and pants/shorts/dresses, and washing hands).

Parents should wait in their cars in the turnaround car line for
teachers/staff to walk students to their classrooms. Teachers/staff will assist with unbuckling car seats,
but please work with your child to learn how to do this independently.

8:00 a.m. School Begins
Parents should stay in their car in the turnaround line for teachers/staff to help your child get to their
classroom. Please note that the school bell will ring and class will begin promptly at 8:00 a.m. today.
Students may arrive as early as 7:45 a.m., but no earlier.

2:50 p.m. School Dismisses
Parents should stay in their car in the turnaround line for teachers to walk students to their cars.
Students attending our After School Program will be guided to that classroom. Students riding bus
transportation will be walked to the buses.

6:00 p.m. After School Program Dismisses
All students should be picked-up from ASP by 6:00 p.m. A parent/guardian should come into Pre-
K/Kindergarten building to sign-out students for the day. ASP is located in the Pre-K/Kindergarten
building.

Driving Safely on Campus

The safety and security of our students, faculty, staff and guests are very important to all of us!
When driving on campus, please follow these guidelines to help traffic move as safely and efficiently as possible:

Do not use cell phones when driving on campus.

Drive slowly and watch for children at all times.

Do not drop-off students in a parking lot and allow them to walk across carline traffic unescorted.
The Turnaround, Carline and Drop-off Areas = NO PARKING ZONES

Lower School Families — Turnaround at Back of Campus Near Football Field:

v

The drop-off area for Lower School students, known as the “Lower School Turnaround,” is located at the back of our
campus near the football field. During morning drop-off and afternoon pick-up, Lower School families should use the
middle gate on Hwy 41 to enter campus and exit campus, driving directly in front of the Admin Building. The south
campus gate is closed daily from 7:30 — 8:15 a.m. and 2:15 - 3:15 p.m.

Do not pick-up/drop-off students before you reach the yellow painted curb in the Turnaround, and always pull up to
the car in front of you without leaving gaps in the carline.

When there are no cars in front of you, drive all the way to the far end of the yellow painted curb before stopping to
pick-up/drop-off children.

Ensure students only enter and exit on the curb side of your vehicle (adjust car seats and boosters as needed).
Parents who have students in Lower School and Middle School or Upper School should use the Middle/Upper School
turnaround (see below). Lower School students will be escorted to/from that side of campus by a faculty member.
Lower School students who ride to school with an Upper School student driver should be dropped off through the
Lower School Turnaround. Lower School students may not exit cars in the Upper School or softball/baseball field
parking lots.

For the safety of your student and others, please do not drop off students in the softball/baseball field parking lot or
the middle of the Arts & Sciences parking lot. Students should never cross carline traffic without an adult escort.

Bus Transportation

Information regarding our bus transportation service including fees and route information is available on the school
website. Online registration for the service will begin after July 1, 2024.

After School Program

The After School Program (ASP) is available on school days from 2:50 p.m. until 6 p.m. beginning Wednesday,
August 7th for students in full-day Pre-K through 5th grade. Monthly, weekly, and daily drop-in rates are available. In
order for a student to attend the ASP, he or she must be registered for the program prior to using the service. This
includes those who use our ASP only on an occasional, drop-in basis. Information on the program and rates are
available on our school website, westfieldschool.org. The After School Program (ASP) will be available beginning
August 7. Online registration for the program will begin after July 1, 2024.

Cafeteria Service

Our cafeteria services are managed by FLIK, a national food service company that serves our students meals and
snacks daily. Information regarding our dining services, meal plans, and pricing is available on the school website at
westfieldschool.org. Online registration for the meal plan will begin after July 1, 2024.

Learning Center

The mission of the Westfield Learning Center is to support classroom instruction by developing and implementing
quality academic support tailored to each student’s unique learning needs while preparing him or her for future
academic success. These services are offered for students in Kindergarten through 12" Grade in support of and
parallel to regular classroom tutorials. Current students may be referred to The Learning Center by division directors,
teachers or the guidance office. New students may enroll by recommendation of the Admissions Office. Parents may
refer a student by contacting the Learning Center director.
